WELCOME 

This facility is to be used by members and guests. 
 

HOSPITALITY 
“Free play” is available during the hours of operation.  

 
SAFETY 

Children in 6th Grade and under must be accompanied 
by a parent or guardian of 18 years or older. 

 
TESTIMONY 

Dress and demeanor are to respectfully honor our 
Lord, Jesus Christ, while participating. 

 
MODESTY 

All clothing must be modest in appearance and in good 
taste. Shirts must be worn at all times.  

 
HEALTH 

Use of tobacco in any form, alcohol, or controlled 
substances is prohibited at all times, on all parts of the 
property. Pets are not allowed anywhere in the gym. 

 
GRACE 

Users of the facility will conduct themselves at all 
times in a Christ-like manner. Abusive or degrading 

language or actions will not be tolerated. 
 

WELFARE 
Report any injury or suspicious activity to the Minister 

or Sports/Recreation Staff.  
 

LIABILITY 
The use of the facility and all equipment will be at the 
risk of the participant. NPBC does not assume liability 
or responsibility for an injury to a user of the facility.  

 

 

 



Participation 

  
Use of the NPBC Family Life Center is open to 
members and guests. Continued use will depend 
upon the individual’s willingness to abide by all 

policies and procedures.  
 

Guests are those individuals who are not 
members of North Peachtree Baptist Church, but 

have been invited by a member. Members are 
encouraged to bring guests. All guests must 

abide by the policies and procedures. Guests are 
individuals from the community, outside groups, 

teams, or spectators that are involved in the 
activity in some way.  

 
All member and, guest have access to the 

gymnasium, weight room, walking/jogging 
track, and snack area, unless otherwise noted.  

 
Snack Area 

 
 

Booths are primarily for those who are eating. 
Please be considerate of those waiting. 

Individuals are responsible for keeping the area 

clean. Please put all cans, paper, etc. in the trash 
cans. Only authorized personnel are allowed in 

cooking/serving area.  
 

Walking/Jogging Track 

 
 

The walking/jogging track is located on the 
second floor. Access to the track is located 

inside the front of the gym, on the right. 
Everyone must walk/jog in the same direction. 

 
Under-aged children (see Safety) are not 

allowed on the track. Infants carried in a soft 
carrier or backpack are allowed while track is 

not crowed. Any exception for reasons of 
doctor-prescribed therapy, etc., must be handled 
through the Sports/Recreation Ministry Office. 

 
Athletic equipment, such as balls, is not 

permitted on the track. Nothing may be thrown 
from the track to the gym floor or vice versa.  

No food or drinks are allowed on the track with 
the exception of water bottles.  

13 laps=1mile 
 

Locker/Dressing Area 
These areas are designed for use in conjunction 
with the total facility. Lockers may be used by 

members and guests using the facility.  
 

Lockers are for “weekly” use only. A week is 
defined as Monday through Friday. A person 

may put a lock on a locker only with permission 
by the Minister of Sports/Recreation. Please do 
not leave valuables unlocked or unsecured in 
the dressing rooms. For your protection, all 
articles must be placed in a locker or at the 
desk. The Sports/Recreation Ministry is not 
responsibly for any articles left in lockers. 
Please keep Locker/Dressing Room clean.   

 

Game Room 

 
 

Every game has proper rules. Players are 
expected to respect them. Ping Pong Balls are 

available in the Minister’s office. Do not move, 
arrange, or sit on any of the games or tables. No 
game equipment may be taken out of the Game 
Room area. No food, drink, or gum is allowed 
in the Game Room except as authorized by the 

Sports/Recreation Minister. No gambling or 
wagering of any type. No horseplay.  

 
Fitness Room 

 

 
No horseplay. Participants must be in 7th Grade or 

older. NPBC does not assume liability or 
responsibility for any participant. NPBC does not 

make any express or implied warranty of the 
premises, equipment, machinery, fixtures, or 

furniture.  
 

Gym Area 

 
 

The gym has one regulation basketball court, two 
regulation volleyball courts, and two cross-court 

basketball courts. 
Gym shoes are required. No street shoes or black-
soled shoes are allowed. Proper dress code will be 

required.  
 

Dunking is allowed, but please do not hang on the 
rims. Please do not kick the basketballs or 

volleyballs. No personal basketballs, volleyballs, 
etc. are allowed. Programmed activities have 

priority over “free play.”  
Food and drinks are allowed in the gym. 

However, please be careful and pick up after 
yourself.
